Space Solution CC (Pan C6799, Cistern C6269)

The Space Solutions suite is a semi- concealed, close-coupled toilet suite that

offers variable S Trap set-out options as well as P Trap configuration.
o For90-200mm setoutuse a X011H elbow connector, cutto length as required.
o For200-260mm setout use a X011B connector, cut to length as required.
o ForPTrapinstallation use a straight through pan collar connector.
Note that the water inlet valve location is on the right hand side and longer hose
would be required if the water supply is located on the left hand side. The preferred
location for the cistern tap is 200 mm from the floor.

The cistern is bolted to the pan from the top and can be removed for servicing. The

suite is supplied with a floor fixing kit and a Deluxe Soft Close seat.

INSTALLATION STEPS

Inspect pan, cistern and seat for any transit damage before starting installation.

2. Checksite roughingin, cistern tap position and assembly dimensions before commencing.

3. The WC pan is fixed down using the floor attachment fittings(provided). Check that the pan can be installed
level.

4. Positionthe pan correctly and mark the location of the floor fixing brackets.

5. Installthe floor brackets using the anchor screws supplied.

6. For S Trap installation connect the pan connector elbow and cut the threaded bracing prop to the correct

length. Cutthe pan outlet connection fitting to the required length and height to suit the job set-out. Ensure

that the WC is fully back against the wall in the finished installation position when checking the outlet

connectorfit. The connector should be installed with the bracing prop affixed to the back wall.

Place the WC into position ensuring it seals firmly to the pan connector

Insert the floor bracket fixation screws through the fixing holes in the base of the pan and tighten. Attach the
decorative caps.

For mortar bedding use a 4:1 sand and standard cement mix (do not use Rapid Hardening cement). Ifthe
flooris tiled, cut out the tiles beneath the pan to create a good bonding surface.

Attach the flexible hose to the inlet valve connection in the base of the cistern.

Place the rubber cone sealing-ring in position and place the cistern in position on the WC pan. Check that
the rubber seal is seated correctly.

Secure the cistern to the pan by screwing the cistern fixing capnuts and washers to the bolts fixed to the back
of the pan (the body of the outlet valve may be temporarily removed from the base to make this easier).
Screw down firmly to compress the cone seal ring. (See the below diagram)

Always flush the water supply pipes before connecting the cistern inlet valve to the cistern tap.

Fill the cistern and check the water level, if necessary adjust the inlet valve float.

Attach the cistern lid and buttons and test flush several times while checking for leaks.

Waterproof sealant finishing may be used around the base of the WC.

3. Cleaning the valve diaphragm

It is possible for dirt/debris to prevent the valve from
shutting off.

Toremedy this the diaphragm may be cleaned as follows:

1. Remove the covercap

2. Undlip the float arm from the adjustment screw

3. Twist the plastic top bly firmly anti-clockwise and
remove itfrom the valve body

4. Inspect both rubber diaphragm and valve seat. Rinse
underrunning water to remove dirt/debris

5.Reassemble in reverse order
